(http://www.cordonbleu.edu).

The workflow surrounding the 
development and publishing of new 
content ensured that only controlled 
documents were available online.

Web-based tools were developed to 
support a mature software development 

lifecycle. This HTML Help tool displays the 
designs for a complex piece of software 

and links elements to its functional 
specification. A database was developed to 

manage more than 10,000 elements and 
control them for publishing.

HTML Help was also the chosen 
media used to publish policies, 
procedures and standards for IT 
support at Canadian Tire. A single-
source workflow was designed for 
ease of maintenance and to put 
controls on information as it is 
published.
